IRAN’S NUCLEAR TECHNOLOGY

The Security Council,


Alarmed by this issue and how no one wants there to be another cold war 
situation (The American-Iranian),


Aware that there is evidence that the iranians don't have nuclear weapons most 
of the evidence says they are in the making of one (Obama),


Recognizing that there are some accusations about the US (Iran: We Have),


Reassuring that the U.S does agrees that the Iranian government should have 
the right to produce friendly nuclear energy (Iran Has),


Recalling that iran and the US have had a long history and have not been on 
good terms for the last couple years( BBC NEWS),


Keeping in mind that there are multiple ideas out there that multiple countries are 
thinking of (Iran's Offer),


Deeply concerned that if iran is attempting to build nuclear weapons or already 
has that it could result in a nuclear fallout (Anybody Worried),


Seeking that at the end of this conference that we figure out a solution,


1. Proclaims that if Iran insists that they make nuclear power that the UN finds a 
way to limit the technology so Iran could still make nuclear energy but cant make 
nuclear weapons:

(a)  We could do this by having a permanent IAEA station on the sites of the nuclear facilities;
(b) We would have peacekeepers on site to for the protection against any attacks from terrorist and to help protect the IAEA from any riots or other activities;

2. Authorizes after the peacekeepers have been the facilities for 4 years if;

(b) there are no attacks against the troops and workers on the site;
(c) the IAEA have had full access within that four years;

3. Nevertheless if there have been multiple attacks on the IAEA or the sites then 
the peacekeepers will stay for another 2 years for protection;


4. Further reminds that if you limit the technology of the enriching process that 
two things could happen:

(a) If the bomb has already been built but they cant launch it then Iran is just sitting on a nuclear bomb;
(b) They can still be making energy and medical supplies so the world can know they are not building any nuclear weapons;

5. Notes that also if Iran has built a nuclear weapon fully functional that the 
foot/launch device would be given to the peacekeepers by either iran handing it 
to them or by force;


6. Urges that IAEA can inspect the sites each two months to make sure every 
thing is in order so there is the least amount of a chance of a nuclear meltdown;


7. Authorizes that the IAEA agents that are not living at the sites to inspects each 
nuclear facility twice as annually at random times from now on;


8. Supports that if this was to happen then the US would lift its sanctions as soon 
as Iran would let the IAEA agents in the sites to inspect;


9. Notes till the IAEA has had full access to the sites then the US will place 1 
more sanction on Iran each year on all exports excluding oil;


10. Welcomes changes and hopes that this or another solution will pass.
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
